Abstract 

The condition of maintaining ownership" is one of the types of suspended clauses 
agreed upon in the deal, the prevailing condition for the maintenance of ownership in the 
general sense is the delay of ownership transfer, but the prevailing form of this condition 
is not delayed effect, but rather the function that suspension is a maintaining possession. 
The purpose of this condition is to keep the ownership of the goods for the landlord until 
the full payment has been paid to him, although the goods have been delivered to the 
buyer. This is the nature of the contract of sale. This nature requires that the legislator 
provide methods to ensure the achievement of this outcome and the performance 
guarantee for the violation of each party. The purpose of this article is to review the 
comparative study of the rights to protect property in England, which is the manifestation 
of the Commonwealth Law, as a guarantee of the implementation of a contract for a seller 
who has not received Thamen and, on the other hand, to comply with institutions such as 
Tobol Cucumbers in Iranian law  
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
