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Abstract

The Zoroastrian clergy class was one of the most important institutions and classes of the
Sasanian era, with clerics being considered themselves the right to intervene in all aspects of
people’s lives, from the lowest to the highest levels of the society. Despite this, they are not
well-known enough in the pages of history and we don’t know much about them. This article
is based on library documents and the research method applied in the course of study is de-
scriptive-analytical. The paper is in two parts in order to clarify the situation of some of the
important existing classes. The first part challenges the belief that the head of the Zoroastrian
clergy had the right to depose kings or for that matter had the final authority in approving the
credential of the new heir to the throne. The second part, looking at the relationship between
Zoroastrian clergies and the growing number of Christian missionaries, shows that the Zoro-
astrian religion - which was also the official religion of the empire - were toys in the hamds of
politicians in the Sasanian era. Meanwhile, the clerics and especially their head sometimes
gave up on religious concerns in order to protect the interests of the privileged class of the
society, of which he was a part.
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Introduction

The extent of influence of this class in the
upper strata of the society and in fact the
role and position of clerics in the coun-
try’s macro issues and important deci-
sions related to the empire have not been
properly explained and need more study
and consideration. The main issue of this
article is to examine the position of the
head of the Zoroastrian clergy class in the
political system of the Sasanian era. In
other words, did the clerics or their lead-
ers have the right to depose the kings?
What was the role of Mobadan Mobad in
the associations that were used to deter-
mine the king?

Methodology

In this research, taking into account the
descriptive-analytical method, the con-
tents of the texts, both reference and
contemporary researches, the data were
collected about the topic under discus-
sion and then analyzed and discussed.

Discussion

Prior to going into detail or discuss the
topic, it is necessary to explain the two
concepts, one is elders or Vozorgan
and the other is associations that were
formed by these elders.

1. Elders or Vozorgan: Although the
structure of the class of elders in the Sa-
sanian era is not clear, neither it is pos-
sible to speak with certainty about the
number of people of this class nor the
officials who were formed by being to-
gether. However, it seems that this class
had a dynamic structure and changed in
different times.

2. Councils of Elders or Anjoman-e
Vozorgan: Assemblies of elders in the Sa-

sanian era are those that were composed
of elders and were formed for various
reasons such as declaring war or peace,
deposing and installing new kings, mak-
ing very important decisions, etc.

In this paper, as per the topic under
discussion, only the associations that
were formed for the dismissal and in-
stallation of kings and the issue of the
succession are discussed. The reason for
choosing this path is the interest and at-
tention of historians and writers to this
issue and the fact that one can see signs
of it in almost all texts. In a general sur-
vey, it is clear that out of 35 Sasanian
kings, only eight, including Ardashir I,
Shapur I, Narsi, Bahram IV, Bahram V,
Yazdgerd II, Qobad and Khosrow I, chose
their successors themselves, and the oth-
er 27 kings were elected by the councils
of elders and put them on the throne.
Accordingly, the Sasanian system was not
an absolute authoritarian one, contrary
to what is assumed, but as Christensen
said, it was a moderate authoritarian
system, in which, the power of the king
was always restrained and limited by an
association of elders. This review also
shows another important point and as
the documents and texts suggest, the
Zoroastrian clergy, or in fact the head of
this class, except for a few cases in the
serious matter of deposing and installing
kings, did not assume the main role. This
is contrary to the opinion of Christensen
(1989: 359) that there was a principle
based on which the clerics could depose
the king. Unfortunately, the texts do not
provide sufficient and accurate informa-
tion regarding all the issues, as a result,
it is not possible to determine the size of
Mobadan Mobad’s role and contribution
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in each of the previously mentioned ex-
amples, but it can be presumed that this
size depended on the character, courage,
and influence of Mobadan Mobad. One
of the issues that can be used to obtain
information about the institution of the
clergy in the Sasanian era is the persecu-
tion of followers of other religions and
especially Christians in the Sasanian era.
Usually, Zoroastrian priests and clerics
are famous for their intolerance towards
other religion. But how much did these
persecutions have a religious color? Al-
though it is not possible to completely
agree with Kalima that the reason for the
Mobadan’s extensive struggle with other
religions was to prevent own destruction,
but it is possible to understand, to some
extent, the reason for the Mobadan'’s lack
of tolerance towards other religions, es-
pecially a stubborn religion like Christi-
anity.

However, the cause of this organized
harassment should be found elsewhere
as well, in the general policy of the Sa-
sanian system. According to Asmussen,
political and religious motivations were
so intertwined that they could not be
separated. In a general review, contrary
to Asmussen’s opinion, it can be con-
cluded that the relationship between
Zoroastrian clergies and Christianity has
always been full of political issues, and
in the meantime, despite the power of
the Zoroastrian religion, its motivations
have always been weaker, and practically
this official religion (Zoroastrianism) had
been the handiwork of the general policy
governing this period. This contradiction
can be understood to some extent by
considering the presence of the head of
this institution or class in the privileged

position in the society. Considering the
nature of this class and its importance in
the political system of the Sasanian era,
preserving the interests of this class was
the priority of the system, since the head
of the clergy was also a member of this
class. In other words, his interests were
also intertwined with the interests of oth-
er elders and the dynasty. This issue justi-
fies his association with policies that are
not very agreeable and sometimes con-
trary to religious teachings, which were
communicated by the king.

Conclusion

During the Sasanian period from 224 to
651 AD, as mentioned by Bahram Chobin,
35 kings ascended the throne. Of these,
only eight were appointed their prede-
cessors. In other cases they were appoint-
ed by the council of elders. Although this
did not mean that they lacked a crown
prince or a male child, but it meant that
the councils of elders removed the crown
prince and put another person from the
royal family on the throne. It seems that
the head of the Mobdan (clergy), as a
member of the privileged class, had al-
ways been present in these associations
and played a key role in their decisions,
but it is not clear if he alone had the pow-
er of removing and installingthe king.
Even contrary to this, the textual evidence
informs about ineffective role of this of-
ficial in the major political events of the
time, however, it seems that the power
of this institution and its head increased
at the end of the Sasanian era. This issue
justifies his association with policies that
were not very agreeable and against the
religious teachings, which were commu-
nicated by the king. To better understand
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this matter, one can study the interaction
and behavior of Zoroastrian clergy with
the followers of other religions, especial-
ly Christians. The relative wealth of Zo-
roastrian clerics, along with their import-
ant social status, due to their religious
role, literacy, and judicial function, which
at that time was referred to as the general
culture, elevated the position and impor-
tance of the clerical class in the Sasanian
era. It seems that this institution had the

power to influence the privileged class in
the same proportion, and enjoyed supe-
rior power among them. But contrary to
this idea, the general policy of the Sasa-
nian government towards Christians and
other evidences such as the marriage of
kings with non-Zoroastrian women show
the fact that this was the official religion
that was simply a toy when it comes to
the general policy and the political class
ruling this period.
